Standard entry to this course requires one good reference. It is desirable that you can demonstrate above 90%
attendance. English Language and a Media or Photography-related GCSE at grade 3 (D). Maths at grade 3 (D)
or above is desirable. You will also require a portfolio of Media or Photographic work which demonstrates your
suitability for your chosen course.<br /> <br /> If you are aged 16-18, you will be enrolled on a study
programme, which will include retaking GCSEs or undertaking Functional Skills in English and Maths, if you
haven't already achieved a grade 4 or above. You will also be required to complete a work experience
placement and an employability programme.
