decreasing - Work a range of decorative stitches (Shells and fans, Chevron stripes, Puff, popcorn and bobble) - Duration 9 weeks
Assemble and finish projects (Sew in yarn ends, Block and press before joining, Join seams and blocks) - Make

edges and borders - Follow a pattern to make a simple item of clothing or accessory - Be introduced to other . .

This course is suitable for those who have completed our Introduction to Crochet course or have experience of

reading simple patterns using basic stitches: chain (ch), double crochet (dc), treble (tr). You must be aged 19+

and be able to complete a short workbook on a weekly basis with the help of your tutor.

Your tutor will informally assess your progress each

week. You will receive a certificate of course completion based on your progress in class and attendance.
