The course is a one-year full-time programme that leads to entry onto our range of level 3 art and design
qualifications.<br /> <br /> The successful completion of this course provides access to all our BTEC level 3
Diploma/Extended Diploma in Art Practice - (these are equivalent to three A levels) including art and design,
fashion; graphic design; and photography.
