The unit provides you with the knowledge and skills needed to keep businesses, employers and clients
compliant with laws and practices that apply to VAT and payroll.

Entry Requirements

To enrol on this course you will need GCSEs at Grade 4 (C) or above in English and maths, and level 2 AAT
Bookkeeping. You will also need to provide one reference which can be provided by your employer or previous
education establishment. It is desirable that you can demonstrate 90% attendance.

Course Progession

This qualification can lead to further study in accountancy such as level 3 AAT in Accounting. This qualification
can lead to employment such as clerical assistant, trainee bookkeeper, accounts clerk, finance assistant or
accounts administrator.<br /> <br /> If students wish to continue studying and choose to complete one of the full
AAT Accounting Qualifications, their achievement/s in this qualification may be transferred to the larger
qualifications.
