At Entry level, skills learnt include basic practical maths that you will be able to use in your everyday life. These . .
will cover simple calculations, fractions, measurement and how to use tables and charts. <br /> <br /> As you Campus City Skills Centre
develop these skills, you will become more confident in recognising how maths can be applied to day-to-day

situations. You will demonstrate your skills for certification through classroom-based assessment. <br /> <br />

At levels 1 and 2, skills learnt include being able to recognise how everyday situations can be represented using Level Entry
maths. You will learn how to calculate with fractions, decimals and percentages, how to create tables and

charts, how to use metric measurements and how to work out averages, amongst other things. <br /> <br /> You

will develop mathematical tools and operations; be able to apply these procedures appropriately to a situation or

prfoblem; be able to interpret results and consider the accuracy and conclusions to be drawn from this
information.

Entry Requirements

Our classes are for adults, and you must be 19 or above on 31st August 2025. There are no formal entry
requirements.<br /> <br /> You are expected to attend every session and work independently for a minimum of
2 hours per week if you are to achieve the gualification within the agreed timescales. <br /> <br /> Our classes
are free to most learners who do not already have a maths level 2 functional skills qualification or maths GCSE
A*-C (grade 4).

Course Progession

Successful achievement on the course will allow you to progress onto a higher level of Functional Skills or apply
for GCSE maths. <br /> <br /> This qualification will help you if you are considering applying for an
apprenticeship. It may improve your chances of getting work or progressing within work, or moving onto other
courses, this will enable you to support your children more effectively. <br />
